The Helsinki Process became an important
platform for the defence of human and civil rights in undemocratic states, involving Western politicians, the media, and human rights organisations on
one side, and dissidents on the other side of the Iron Curtain.

An important but hitherto neglected actor was the political and cultural exile from Central and Eastern Europe. The exiles were
the essential mediators between the West and the dissidents in their homelands as they secured information transfer and material support in both
directions.
